In 2002, the Armstrong     Edu-
cational Trust assumed         
responsibility for the operation 
and reorganization of the ELC.  
The main building contains a 
meeting room capable of    
holding 80 people, an exhibit 
room, a fully equipped kitchen, 
and overnight accommodations 
for 26 people.  Displayed in 
this building is an extensive 
collection of mounted animals 
including raptors and other 
birds, large and small        
mammals, snakes and fish.  
The second building offers a 
conference room, a classroom, 
office space, a kitchen, and 
storage. The ELC also features 
an interpretive trail and an herb 
garden. 

Located adjacent to the ELC is 
the 2,600-acre Crooked Creek 
Lake Park.  The park  includes 
a 400-acre lake open to boat-
ing, fishing, swimming, and 
over seven miles of nature 
trails as well as an equine trail.

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Pharmacy Technician Training  This course prepares students for an entry level position as a pharmacy technician.  
Learn basic pharmacy math and units of measurement.  Class includes on site visits to various pharmacies.  Students must 
be a high school graduate or have a GED.  Externship is available at additional cost.  Registration includes book.  (72 
clock hours) 
Monday & Wednesday from 6:00 PM to 9:00 PM from 1/10/05 through 3/30/05   $383.00 
 
 

Pharmacy Technician Test Review  This one time "coaching session" will cover test topics with particular emphasis 
on pharmacy math.  Please bring a calculator and notebook. (Test dates and locations are available at www.ptcb.org.)  (3 
clock hours) 
Wednesday from 6:00 PM to 9:00 PM on 4/13/05      $35.00 
 
 

Medical Terminology  The course includes an introduction to the formation and usage of general medical terminology 
as it relates to the major body systems.  Upon completion of this course the student will be able to describe and identify 
basic medical terms and build medical terms from word parts.  Registration includes book.  (30 clock hours) 
Tuesday from 6:00 PM to 8:30 PM from 1/11/05 through 3/29/05    $185.00  
 
 

Phlebotomy Certification Training  This 142-hour class prepares students for an entry-level position in phlebotomy.  
The student will have 42 hours of theory and 100 hours of clinical experience in a local hospital.   Clinical experience will 
be scheduled at the end of the theory.  All clinical hours will be completed by December.  Learn legal and ethical issues, 
infection control, anatomy and physiology, basic structure of cardiovascular system and proper technique for a 
venipuncture and capillary puncture under the supervision of a qualified, experienced instructor.  After successful 
completion of this class, a student will be eligible for certification exams given by national regulatory agencies.  Each 
student must show proof of health insurance prior to the first class.  Student is responsible for lab coats, exam gloves and 
exam fees.   Registration includes text.  (142 clock hours) 
Tuesday & Thursday from 6:00 PM to 9:00 PM from 1/18/05 through 3/3/05   $972.00 
 
 

Phlebotomy Test Review  This review class will help to prepare a student for exams given to become a certified 
phlebotomist.  (3 clock hours) 
Wednesday from 6:00 PM to 9:00 PM on  5/11/05                                         $35.00 
 
 

Computerized Medical Office  This class prepares students for admistrative tasks in a health care setting. Its concepts 
are general enough to cover most admistrative software intended for health care providers. Students will learn to input 
patient information, schedule appointments, handle billing, and more.  Medical Terminology is a prerequsite and it is 
strongly recommended that medical coding and insurance billing have been completed. Text included.  (36 clock hours) 
Tuesday from 6:00 PM to 9:00 PM from 1/18/05 through 4/5/05     $239.00 
 
 

Medical Law and Ethics  This course is designed to introduce the legal side of the medical office and provide a 
foundation of law to be used as a guide against which individual behavior may be measured.  It will expose the student to 
legal concepts of standard care, scope of employment, criminal and civil acts, contract, negligence and ethical concepts.  
Registration fee includes text.  (20 clock hours) 
Thursday from 6:00 PM to 8:00 PM from 1/20/05 through 3/24/05    $123.00 
 
 

Medical Transcription  This course will teach transcribing skills, using our transcribing equipment and computers.   
Medical terminology or past medical work experience required. Must be able to type 35 wpm.   Lenape's  Keyboarding/
Typing class is recommended if your present typing skills are below 35 wpm.  Class size is limited so early registration is 
recommended.  Registration includes book.  (36 clock hours) 
Thursday from 6:00 PM to 9:00 PM from 2/3/05 through 5/5/05    $235.00 

Lenape offers many medical classes that can lead to 
employment.  The health professions are one of the fastest 
growing, boasting many job opportunities.  If you are looking 
for a new career challenge, perhaps a series of medical 
courses is right for you.  
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Intensive Respiratory Therapy for Health Care Professionals  This program is designed for those professionals 
(RN's, LPN's, Paramedics, EMT's, Firemen) who need to increase their knowledge of how, why, and when respiratory 
therapy is used.  A basic understanding of respiratory therapy is helpful, but not required.  Completion of this course 
DOES NOT authorize the student to be a practicing respiratory therapist, but does AUGMENT their existing professional 
skills.  A licensed Respiratory Care Practitioner is the instructor.  Continuing Education credit may be available for EMT's 
and Paramedics.  (15 clock hours) 
Monday from 6:00 PM to 9:00 PM from 1/31/05 through 2/28/05    $73.00 
 
Basic Life Support for Health Care Professionals  This class is for individuals are working in a health care setting.  
It will re-certify the student in adult and infant CPR and AED through the American Heart Association and is valid for 2 
years.  
Tuesday from 6:00 PM to 10:00 PM on 2/8/05      $31.00 
OR 
Tuesday from 6:00 PM to 10:00 PM on 4/12/05      $31.00 
 
 

Medical Coding Basics  Learn to assign correct basic diagnostic and procedure codes to medical records according to 
current national standards, using International Classification of Diseases and Current Procedural Terminology protocols.  
Emphasis will be placed upon the types of coding that are done as part of insurance claim preparation in the physician's 
office.  Medical terminology is a pre-requisite.  Registration includes text and workbook.  Class size is limited.  Register 
early.  (15 clock hours) 
Monday & Wednesday from 6:00 PM to 9:00 PM from 2/28/05 through 3/14/05   $162.00 
 
 

Medical Coding Intermediate  This class is a continuation of Lenape’s Medical Coding Basics class.  Students who 
enroll should have either completed an introductory coding class or be working with medical coding on a regular basis.  
Class uses text and workbook.  Add $80.00 to registration if text is needed.  (15 clock hours) 
Monday & Wednesday from 6:00 PM to 9:00 PM from 3/28/05 through 4/11/05                    $81.00 
 
 

Feeding Assistant  Program  This program qualifies the student to serve as a feeding assistant in home health, 
personal care/assisted living, skilled and/or acute care settings.  Nutrition, infection control, resident behavior, feeding 
techniques and a clinical component are included in this program.  Prior to admission to this class, a student is required to 
provide an Act 34 (criminal background check) clearance and if a student is to assist in a facility with children, he/she is 
also required to provide an Act 151 clearance.  Perfect attendance is mandatory. Nursing facilities choosing to utilize this 
program to train employees are required to apply for an exception to State regulation 201.3-Definition of a Nurse Aide.  (9 
clock hours) 
Tuesday & Thursday from 6:00 PM to 9:00 PM from 4/5/05 through 4/12/05   $55.00 
 
 

Medical Insurance Billing Basics  This course is designed to provide the participant with basic knowledge of 
common types of medical insurance.  Upon completion of the course the participant will be able to prepare medical claims 
for submission to the insurance providers most commonly found in the area.  Emphasis is placed upon use of the HCFA 
1500 format.  Although participants with some experience may take the course without taking the prerequisites, it is 
strongly recommended that prior courses in medical terminology and medical coding have been completed.  Registration 
includes text.  (15 clock hours) 
Monday & Wednesday from 6:00 PM to 9:00 PM from 4/13/05 through 4/27/05   $165.00 
 
 

Medical Insurance Billing Intermediate  Advance your medical insurance billing knowledge through this course.  
Should have attended Lenape’s Medical Insurance Billing Basics class, or possess basic billing skills.  Course uses text.  
Add $92.00 if text is needed.  (15 clock hours) 
Monday & Wednesday from 6:00 PM to 9:00 PM from 5/2/05 through 5/16/05   $61.00
