A group affiliated with the Arm-

strong School District is offer-

ing the public a chance to get 

rid of musical instruments that 

are sitting around the house 

unused – and to get a tax de-

duction as well.  

The ASD Foundation, a non-

profit group that works to ex-

pand educational opportunities 

for youth, is asking the public 

to donate gently used brass 

and woodwind instruments for 

its newest program that will get 

instruments into the hands of 

students whose families may 

not have the funds to buy an 

instrument. 

“Got a dusty trumpet sitting in 

your attic? Cobwebs in your 

clarinet? You could donate that 

instrument and help a student 

discover a new musical talent,” 

said Lisa Lambert, vice presi-

dent of the ASD Foundation.  

Some 38 percent of Armstrong 

School District students re-

ceive free or reduced price 

lunches, so the volunteer trus-

tees of the foundation believe 

there will be students who can 

benefit, Lambert said.  

The program is called “Do-Re-
MI.” That stands for Donated, 

Refurbished Musical Instru-

ments. It is made possible 

through a partnership with 

Murphy's Music Center of 

Leechburg.   

The ASD Foundation can 

accept the following brass 

and woodwind instruments:  

• Flutes 

• Trumpets  

• Trombones 

• Saxophones 

• Clarinets 

• Piccolos  

• Tubas 
Donors will fill out a form when 

they drop the instrument off at 

school. Donors can receive an 

appraisal receipt from Murphy's 

Music Center for tax deduction 

purposes. 

Murphy's Music Center will refur-

bish the instruments. The ASD 

Foundation and Murphy's Music 

Center will pay for any necessary 

repairs.  

In September, the ASD Founda-

tion will invite all parents of fourth-, 

fifth- and sixth-grade students in 

the Armstrong School District to 

apply for the loaner instruments. 

Preference will be given to fourth-

grade students who are beginning 

instrumental music. Priority will be 

given to students whose families may 

not have the funds to rent or buy an 

instrument but whose children have a 

sincere interest in learning an instru-

ment.  

Students can borrow the instrument 

until they quit the instrument, gradu-

ate from high school or move out of 

the district, whichever comes first. 

The ASD Foundation will be responsi-

ble for normal wear and tear costs of 

the instrument over time.
